All works must be suitable for general public exhibition.

All decisions regarding this Section will be the ultimate responsibility of the Organiser
and no further discussion will be entered into.

Entry form must be fully completed and signed by the entrant. Entry fees must
accompany the entry form.

Paintings must be suitably framed and ready to hang with cord or wire on 'D' hooks
and must not exceed 1.2m width or height, including frame. No fishing line to be used.
Title, Medium, Price, Name, Address and contact number of artist are to be clearly
printed on the back/underneath (left hand corner) of each work in order to be
accepted.

All reasonable care will be taken of exhibits. The Show Society does not accept
liability for loss or damage.

Exhibits must be received at Pomona Squash Courts at Showgrounds, Pavilion
Street, Pomona between 10am and 2.30pm on Saturday 4" September 2010.

All works must be for sale. Prices must be in whole dollars inclusive of GST and
commission of 25% which will be used by the Show Society to help fund this and any
future Art Sections. Cheques for works sold will be posted approximately four weeks
after the close of the Show.

Class tickets will be affixed to front or side of artwork.

Exhibitors agree to permit reproduction of their work for promotional purposes. The
signed entry form is evidence of the exhibitor's consent.

Prizes can be collected from the Treasurer!s Office during Show hours, (gate entry fee
applies) or on Sunday 12" September from the Squash Courts Art Exhibition area
between 12noon and 3pm.

Exhibits must be collected between 12 noon and 3pm on Sunday 12" September

All works will be exhibited until end of Show at 7pm on 11th September 2010. Exhibits
purchased may be collected on Sunday 12" September 2010 between 12noon and
3pm with presentation of proof of purchase.

Diptych and Triptych works have been deemed unsuitable for this section due to the
difficulty associated in hanging these works on chains in the venue.

. Freighted works must arrive no later than Friday 3rd September 2010. All
