3 All entries will be accepted at the Pomona Showgrounds Pavillion from 9am - 2pm

on 6th September 2010.
4 A Novice is a person who has less than 2 years experience in each class and has

not previously won a prize.
5 Maximum of two entries per person per class
6 Stewards reserve the right to declare a non-competition in any class in which there

are less than 3 entries or where insufficient articles are entered in a class.  Some
classes may therefore be combined. The Steward!s decision is final.

7 All articles must be collected between 11am and 2pm on Sunday 12th September
2010 unless alternative arrangements have been made with the Steward.

8 Exhibits are available for collection on presentation of the entry receipt. Any
articles not collected by 30th September 2010 will be disposed of.

9 Craft may not be collected during the Cookery collection times.  If an entrant has
submitted in both section, cookery may be collected during the Craft collection
times.

10 Prize winning entries from previous Noosa Shows must not be re-entered in the
Noosa Country Show. All entries must be the work of the exhibitor and have been
completed in the last two years.  Garments are not to have been previously worn.
Soiled work will not be accepted.

11 The Officials of the Noosa Country Show will exercise all reasonable care with work
submitted, but will not be responsible for the loss of, or damage to entries whilst in
their custody.  Exhibits will not be insured at the expense of the Society.
