3.Anovice is a person who is only learning a craft or who has only been doing a certain
craft for 2 YEARS OR LESS and never won a prize.

4. A maximum of 2 entries per person per class.

5. The steward reserves the right to declare a non-competition in any class in which there
are less than 3 entries or where insufficient articles are entered in a class, some classes
may be combined. Steward's decision is final.

6. All articles to be collected Sunday"13 September between 10am-3pm or by making
special arrangements with the stewaltckhibits available for collection only on
presentation of entry receipt. Any articles not collected by 30 September will be
disposed of.Craft cannot be collected on cookery collection day. If exhibitors have
entered both sections they may collect both on the Craft collection day only.

7. Prize winning entries from previous Noosa shows must not be re-entered in the Noosa
Country Show. All exhibits must be the work of the competitor and have been
completed in the last 2 years. Garments not to have been previously worn. Soiled work
will not be accepted.

8. The officials of The Noosa Country Show will exercise all reasonable care with work

submitted, but will not be responsible for the loss of, or damage to the entry whilst in their

custody. Exhibits will not be insured at the cost of the Society.
